Approval of Minutes :  The March minutes were approved. 

Principal’s Report :  Wayne reported the Spaceball  is a huge hit with the kids. They allow 15 kids at a time, and there 
have been no injuries other than people stepping on each others hands. When kids have fallen, they get a soft landing 
in the net. 

Wayne thanked the PAC for the new slab roller . He has found a table for it. The school paid to have the kiln repaired 
and so they are all set for new projects. 

The notice has gone home about the kayaking program . There are fewer lessons this year but more focussed on skills 
as most of the kids are now in their 2nd or 3rd year.  There will be a 3 hour trip at the end of the lessons.  Wayne is trying 
to organize a parent orientation, but parents can call him anytime with questions. 

Track & Field is underway and Wayne thanked all the teachers for their support.  Almost all events are now sponsored 
by a teacher. 

The Paralympics  were great fun as the kids organized a sledge hockey tournament. 

A parent survey has gone out and Wayne asked if we could all take the time to answer it as it only takes a couple of 
minutes.  The survey aims to determine parent opinion on days off next year .  Each day that school is closed saves 
$30,000. Some of the options are 2 week Spring breaks, 4 day long weekends, etc…

Seycove Auction :  There was no official report from the auction, but unofficially we made about the same as last year

Update on Playground : It was proposed that there be two presentations made at an upcoming meeting. One presen-
tation will be from the Natural Elements/Landscaping sub- committee and the other presentation will be from the Equip-
ment sub-committee.  These 2 committees will present their ideas and costs and we will be able to vote on which ideas 
we like.  We may also take this to a survey if the group as a whole cannot agree on all the elements to incorporate.  
The hope is that both groups will be able to implement most of their ideas. 

Newsletter Survey :  Apparently there were over 50 responses to the email request from the last newsletter.  Only 2 
people indicated they preferred hardcopy, so the newsletter will be by email with some hardcopies available at the of-
fice. 

Spring Fair : The Spring fair will be held on May 29.  Kim is collecting stuffies and contacting people who volunteered 
last year.  They need to reserve the gym on May 28, so Kim will send an email to Wayne to remind him.  They Levy’s 
will do the food again.  They are also hoping to get the Fire Safety house. 

The preschool has asked if they could be involved and have a craft going on in their portable.  They were hoping to do 
this as a fundraiser.  Since it would be very complicated as far as tickets, etc… it was suggested that they proceed with 
this but ask for contributions by donation. 

Kindergarten Orientation :   There was a discussion about having a PAC presentation during the Kindergarten orienta-
tion so that parents would know what the PAC is and what it does and hopefully get more parents involved.  Everyone 
thought this was a great idea.
